 In Acts 4 the religious leaders in the city of Je-
rusalem are upset with Peter and John for telling 
people that Jesus had risen from the dead.  Of 
course many of these leaders were no fans of Jesus 
to begin with and some of them believed a resur-
rection was impossible.  So they put Peter and John 
in jail for a night and the next day told them to stop 
teaching or saying anything at all in the name of 
Jesus.  Their reply is above. 

 Today, our society is likewise filled with people 
who are no fans of Jesus and believe that many as-
pects of our Christian faith are simply impossible.  
To be sure, Christians can find common ground 
with many others when it comes to issues like car-
ing for those in need and taking care of Godõs crea-
tion, though our motivation for doing so is vastly 
different (I John 4:11).  But even with these simi-
larities, the quickest glance at our culture today will 
reveal a society that is trying to silence the disciples 
of Christ more and more often every day.  We 
know how Peter and John responded to such a 
challenge.  How will Christõs disciples today? 

 A good first step is to remember and celebrate 
that Christ has indeed risen from the dead.  This is 
what Peter and John had òseen and heard.ó  It did-
nõt matter that some had said it was impossible, 
they knew that Jesus was no longer in the tomb.  
With their witness, as well as many others, we know 
that the grave is still empty today.  So while we may 
or may not suffer in the world today because of our 
faith, because of our faith in the Risen Lord we 
know that we have already overcome this world 
and even death itself.  This is what we have òseen 
and heard,ó this is what we celebrate on Easter and 
every day of our lives, and this is what the church 
speaks today to encourage one another and bring 
hope and light into our world. 

 In this monthõs Beacon, youõll find opportunities 
to hear and see what God has done for all of us 
through Christ.  This not only includes our Easter 
Morning services (April 16), but also all of the ser-
vices taking place during Holy Week ð beginning 
on Palm Sunday (April 9) and continuing to 
Maundy Thursday (April 13) and Good Friday 
(April 14).
